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AVL TECHNICIAN
GENERAL DESCRIPTION

The AVL Technician has the primary responsibility for supporting and providing necessary
production elements for EVENTS, ADULT CLASSES, OUTREACH, NEXT STEPS, as well as
provide support for REGULAR SERVICES. This position is integral in the weekly planning process,
equipment purchasing/maintenance, and plays a key role in the implementation of those
elements on Kids Weekends and during the week for classes and events. Due to nature of
scheduled events, this role requires a somewhat flexible work schedule.

WORK SCHEDULE
e Flexible work hours but must be able to work most weekends.
e Maintain a minimum of one to two days off per work week.

e 40 hours per work week (Sunday-Saturday)

e Work with the Production Director to provide production services to support Events,
Outreach, Adults, and Next Steps ministries at Rock Point Church.

e Work directly with ministry leadership to establish their visions for event.

e Execute an excellent audio mix, intentional stage lighting, and presentation accuracy for
all service elements.

e Work with ministry leaders to plan services, transitions, and special elements.
e Actively seek feedback from the ministries we support.
e Troubleshoot audio/video/lighting issues as they arise.

e Maintain and install production equipment.
o New equipment installation and purchasing.
o Troubleshoot equipment issues.
o Regular maintenance and replacement of equipment.
e Be willing and eager to help in other production areas when needed.
o Set up and tear down of production equipment.
o Troubleshoot issues in other ministry environments.
o Occasional running of equipment for classes or events.
o Training of other ministry volunteers with AVL equipment.
e Provide production support for weekend services, Youth services, and/or Young Adult
services as needed.

OTHER RESPONSIBILITIES:

e Have an attitude to support ministry with undistracting excellence.

e Required availability for Christmas and Easter services, and special events, such as Night
of Worship.

e Creative planning for set/lighting changes.
