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BIG IDEA | It's NOT your plan for God. It's HIS NEXT STEP for you. 
 
Exodus 2:11-12 (ESV) 
11 One day, when Moses had grown up, he went out to his people and 
looked on their burdens, and he saw an Egyptian beating a Hebrew, 
one of his people. 12 He looked this way and that, and seeing no one, he 
struck down the Egyptian and hid him in the sand 
 
Our Plan for God: 
- We DECIDE the timing. 
- We PROVIDE the strength. 
- We DECLARE our purpose. 
- We OWN the victory.  
 
Exodus 2:13-15 (ESV) 
13 When he went out the next day, behold, two Hebrews were 
struggling together. And he said to the man in the wrong, “Why do you 
strike your companion?” 14 He answered, “Who made you a prince and 
a judge over us? Do you mean to kill me as you killed the Egyptian?” 
Then Moses was afraid, and thought, “Surely the thing is 
known.” 15 When Pharaoh heard of it, he sought to kill Moses. But 
Moses fled from Pharaoh and stayed in the land of Midian. And he sat 
down by a well. 



 
His Steps for Us: 
- He REVEALS the timing. 
- He is OUR strength. 
- He REPURPOSES our weakness. 
- He BECOMES the victory.  
 
Exodus 3:1-4 (ESV) 
1 Now Moses was keeping the flock of his father-in-law, Jethro, the 
priest of Midian, and he led his flock to the west side of the wilderness 
and came to Horeb, the mountain of God. 2 And the angel of the Lord 
appeared to him in a flame of fire out of the midst of a bush. He looked, 
and behold, the bush was burning, yet it was not consumed. 3 And 
Moses said, “I will turn aside to see this great sight, why the bush is not 
burned.” 4 When the Lord saw that he turned aside to see, God called 
to him out of the bush, “Moses, Moses!” And he said, “Here I am.” 
 
Exodus 3:10-12 (ESV) 
10 Come, I will send you to Pharaoh that you may bring my people, the 
children of Israel, out of Egypt.” 11 But Moses said to God, “Who am I 
that I should go to Pharaoh and bring the children of Israel out of 
Egypt?” 12 He said, “But I will be with you, and this shall be the sign for 
you, that I have sent you: when you have brought the people out of 
Egypt, you shall serve God on this mountain.” 
 
Matthew 28:18-20 (ESV) 
18 And Jesus came and said to them, “All authority in heaven and on 
earth has been given to me. 19 Go therefore and make disciples of all 
nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of 
the Holy Spirit, 20 teaching them to observe all that I have commanded 
you.
